Changes? 
Pope Francis is a political genius.  
The impression he gives the media is 
that he making all these sweeping 
changes in the Church that make us 
look kinder and gentler to the 

average person who disenfranchised for whatever 
reason with the Church.  Everybody loves this guy.  I 
love him and respect him.  He says all the right things 
to endear himself to the public.  Even folks who 
normally speak with distain about the Church are 
enamored with him for the òchangesó he made with 
regards to homosexuality, abortion, and annulments.  I 
put the word òchangesó in quotation marks because 
there really is not that much change. 
 

With regards to homosexuality, he says òwho am I to 
judge.ó  We are all sinners, so he is right in saying that.  
He is savvy enough to know anytime the Church asserts 
her position on anything with regards to homosexuality, 
we are looked with disdain for being hateful and 
judgmental, even though nothing could be farther from 
the truth.  When Archbishop Nienstedt first started 
here in the Archdiocese, he asserted the Churchõs 
teaching, and the media, especially the City Pages, 
went ape.  The Churchõs teaching on homosexuality is 
still the same, but do not tell the media. 
 

Then we hear about the Pope saying that priests are 
now allowed to give absolution to those confessing the 
sin of abortion.  Big news?  Big change? Maybe in the 
eyes of the media.  Not really.  Yes, this is more universal, 
but if you read my article on it last week, one can 
understand that it is not that big of a change. 
 

Now we hear about the annulments.  The pope wants 
the process streamlined and the simpler cases need only 

take 45 days for the bishop to sign off on it once the 
paperwork hits the chancery.   What are these simpler 
cases?  Annulments by nature are messy.  I would bet 
dollars to donuts that there are folks out there that think 
that every marriage that ends in divorce needs an 
annulment if one of the divorced parties wants to get 
married in the Church.  For example, a Catholic decides 
to get married to a Lutheran, decides not to make waves 
with the Lutheran family and marries in the Lutheran 
Church by the Lutheran minister.  For whatever reason, 
the marriage does not work gets divorced.  Then the 
Catholic meets someone and wants to get married in the 
Catholic Church.  I would bet there are some out there 
that might think that first marriage has to go through the 
long arduous process of the annulment.  This may be the 
simpler case that the Pope is talking about.  We in the 
business call this a lack of canonical form.  In order for the 
marriage to be regarded as a sacramental marriage for 
Catholic, it must be officiated by a priest or a deacon, 
unless special permission was given beforehand by the 
bishop to have it done by someone other than a priest or 
deacon.  So, in that example of the Catholic marrying the 
Lutheran in the Lutheran Church, if there was no 
dispensation from the bishop, we would say that that 
marriage lacked canonical form and no valid sacrament 
was there.  But I bet there would be people thinking this 
example needed an annulment because it happened in a 
church, just not the Catholic Church.  The Catholic still 
has to go through a process because of the prior marriage, 
but it is a simpler case, taking a month to 45 days from the 
time the paperwork hits the chancery for the bishop to 
sign off on.   So, other than eliminating the automatic 
appeal on annulment cases, what is the big change?   
 
But do me a favor, donõt tell the media that not much 
has changed.ñTB

There are 196 ecclesiastical 
circumscriptions [Diocese], 18,256 parishes and 2,183 pastoral centres. There are currently 457 bishops, 40,967 
priests, 55,390 men and women religious, 381,892 catechists and 5,829 seminarians. The Church has 11,265 centres 
for Catholic education, from pre-school to university level. With regard to charitable and social centres belonging 
to the Church or directed by ecclesiastics or religious, in the United States there are 888 hospitals and clinics, two 
leper colonies, 1,152 homes for the elderly or disabled, 1,090 orphanages and nurseries, 981 family advisory centres 
and other centres for the protection of life, and 4,295 special centres for social education or re-education and 
institutions of other types.ó
