Last week I celebrated my 
birthday and was so appreciative 
of the reception we had after the 
8:30 Mass in Hampton.  Special 
celebrations and milestones often 
take a different tone for priests as 

we often do not have immediate family around to 
celebrate with us on the day.  This is where I am so 
thankful for the friends and parishioners who really 
step in to fill those special roles in our lives as it makes 
solitary living more fruitful.  I am especially thankful 
for the cards, notes, phone calls and gifts that I 
received as it reminded me of the beauty of the priestly 
vocation and how people really do love and support 
their priests.  Lately I was thinking about all the 
generosity that has been shown me since the time I 
entered seminary to this, my fifth year of priesthood. 
 

There is one gift that sticks 
out more than any other that I 
have been blessed to receive.  
On Christmas two years ago, 
some parish families in 
Hastings gave me a gift that 
was more complex and 
demanding than any other gift.  
A gift that at first surprised 
me, frustrated me but eventually changed my life for 
the better.  This gift came with a name - Stormy.  
Stormy, is of course my faithful canine companion of 
the last 18 months that has literally changed my life for 
the better.  Some people might think it is risky to give a 
priest, or anyone for that matter, a pet.  And indeed it 
is.  Some people are not pet people, and prior to Stormy 
I might have counted myself among them.  But seeing 
the joy, loyalty and companionship he has brought not 

only me, but the children in the school, residents of 
nursing homes as well as those who are sick and 
suffering, I thank God for the generosity of His 
creation.  I think back to my own grandmother who 
had two Chihuahuas, that only she could love, and love 
she did.  They provided her comfort and 
companionship twenty-four hours a day, and my 
family and I could see how they gave her more purpose 
in her day to day life as she had something to care for.  
It has been said that those who experience the joy and 
grace of pets are not only healthier, happier and suffer 
less from episodes of depression, they also live longer.  
Makes sense as the same thing has been said about 
people of deep prayer and faith.  In this world where 
sometimes our human relationships can bring us stress 
and anxiety, it is often our pets that help enlighten us 
to the unconditional love that God shows us, by loving 
us unconditionally without pride, arrogance or conceit 
which sadly tarnishes so much of our human relations.  
As I write this after a hectic morning which included 
Mass, a three hour legal meeting, a visit with the 
school staff and lunch, the stresses of the day are a 
little softer as Stormy is asleep by my feet after eagerly 
greeting me at the door upon my return.  Sometimes it 
is just the simple things in life 
that can bring us peace out of 
stress and chaos and maybe the 
world would be a more 
compassionate place if people, 
especially those who live alone 
experienced the unconditional 
love of Godõs creation.

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Labor Day Homily 
Since I started taking Mondays off, it has 
been a long time since I preached on Labor Day.  
This is a homily from years past. The readings 
referenced are selections for Labor Day. 
 

When I was in high school, one of the 
many jobs I had was pumping gas at a gas station.  One 
night, my favorite television program was having its season 
premiere, so I decided to call in sick.  Needless to say, my 
dad was very disappointed in me that day.  He said, òYou do 
not call in sick because of a television show.  Donõt you 
know you are taking away the dignity of work when you 
donõt take youõre job seriously?  As long as you are earning 
an honest living, you have dignity.ó  I never forgot that 
incident, and I never missed work again for something as 
trivial as a television show.   
 

Dad had the vision of the master in todayõs Gospel.  He did 
not want to see me bury my talent and get nothing for it.  He 
knew that if I did not make use of my talent, I would be 
living a life of wailing and grinding of my teeth.  He had 
bigger vision for me to where can see the master saying, 
òWell done, my good and faithful servant.  Since you were 
faithful in small matters, I will give you great 
responsibilities.  Come, share your masterõs joy.ó 
 

In his encyclical òLaborem Exercensó, Pope John Paul 
comments on that passage from Matthewõs gospel, on sharing 
the masterõs joy, in relating it to the purpose of the Sabbath, by 
saying, òManõs work not only requires a rest every seventh day, 
but also cannot consist in the mere exercise of human strength 
in external action; it must leave room for man to prepare 
himself, by becoming more and more what in the will of God he 
ought to be, for the rest that is taken on the seventh day is in 
the fatherõs house, and the Lord reserves this rest for his 
servants and friends.ó (25) 
 

Much of the spirit of Laborem Exercens comes from our first 
reading today from the book of Genesis.  In this reading, we 
listen to the account of the creation of the human race.  òLet us 
make man in our image, after our likeness.ó  The central truth 
we keep in mind about ourselves is that we are all made in the 
image and likeness of God.  Men and women are the only 
members of creation who share Godõs image and likeness.  
Therefore, we are the only ones who can truly be said to be 
capable of work in its proper sense.  This first reading shows 
God working.  ôWorkingõ is one of the ways in which humanity 
is in the image of God.  The Holy Father says, òThe word of 
Godõs revelation is profoundly marked by the fundamental 
truth that man, created in the image of God, shares by his work 
in the activity of the Creator and that, within the limits of his 
own human capabilities, man in a sense continues to develop 
that activity.ó (25) 
 

Also in the first reading, man and woman are given a 
command by God, a task that must be fulfilled:  òBe fertile 

and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it.  Have dominion 
over the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, and all the living 
things that move on the earth.ó  By being given dominion 
over creation, and the command to subdue it, we are 
commanded to work. 
 

Again in Laborem Exercens, the Pope says, òThis description 
of creation is also in a sense the first ôgospel of workõ.  For it 
shows what the dignity of work consists of: it teaches that 
man ought to imitate God, his Creator, in working, because 
man alone has the unique characteristic of likeness to God.ó (25) 
 

Holiness is being like God. We are made in the image and 
likeness of a God who works, and in working, we show 
forth this likeness and become more like him.   Work is a 
means to become holy, because it is a sanctifying activity. 
 

When we look at the life of Jesus, we see an example of the 
value God ascribes to human work.  Jesus did not despise 
work in his life on earth.  He most surely had to have 
worked as a young man with Saint Joseph as a carpenter.  
Because he took on flesh and became one of us, Jesus has an 
appreciation for human work, and so one can say that òhe 
looks with love upon human work and the different forms 
that it takes, seeing in each one of these forms a particular 
facet of manõs likeness with God, the Creator and Father.ó (26) 
 

Our work is a vehicle through which we are sanctified.  
How many of us approach work with the attitude that we 
are acting in the image and likeness of God by working, and 
fulfilling the command to exercise dominion and subdue the 
earth?  We are called to perceive work in this manner; we 
are called to be transformed and be made holy by working. 
 

Work is a good thing.  What are we going to do when the 
master gives us a talent to care for?  Are we going to bury it?  
Or, are we going to sanctify the talent and in turn sanctify 
ourselves through our work?  The Holy Father says: òlet the 
Christian who listens to the word of the living God, uniting 
work with prayer, know the place that his work has not 
only in earthly progress, but also in the development of the 
Kingdom of God, to which we are all called through the 
power of the Holy Spirit.ó (28) 
 

Let us pray that we appreciate the dignity of work at all 
levels.  Let the master say, òWell done, my good and faithful 
servant.ó  Dad would be proud.ñTB
